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Action item for Academic Policies and Standards Committee, on December 9.
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(Department requirements may vary. See specific major requirements within department.)
In order to complete a baccalaureate degree at Springfield College, an undergraduate student in the School of Arts, Sciences, and Professional Studies, or the School of Health, Physical Education and Recreation must complete the following requirements:

1. A minimum cumulative GPA of 2.000 

2. Successful completion of 130 semester hours with a maximum of sixteen hours in activity courses 

3. Successful completion of the General Education Program 

4. Successful completion of all requirements for the major with a minimum C (2.000) GPA (Specific majors or programs may require a higher GPA.) 

5. For the bachelor of arts degree, successful completion of a minimum of six credits of a language at the intermediate level or above 

6. Fulfillment of residency requirement 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, even if all of the foregoing requirements for a Baccalaureate Degree have been maintained, a student may be sanctioned pursuant to the Student Disciplinary Policy which may prevent the awarding of such a degree.

Proposed policy revision:

Academic Policy:  Degree Requirements – Undergraduate Level

(Department requirements may vary. See specific major requirements within department.)
In order to complete a baccalaureate degree at Springfield College, an undergraduate student must complete the following requirements:

1. A minimum cumulative GPA of 2.000. (Specific majors or programs may require a higher GPA.)

2. Successful completion of 130 semester hours *

3. Successful completion of the General Education Program 

4. Successful completion of all requirements for the declared major.

5. Fulfillment of residency requirement 

Even if all of the foregoing requirements for a baccalaureate degree have been met, the sanctioning of a student pursuant to the Student Disciplinary Policy may prevent the awarding of such a degree.

This policy will be effective Fall 2005 for all students. 

*Upon implementation of the General Education revisions, the minimum number of semester hours required for graduation will be 120 semester hours.

Implementation and designation of the degree offered:

· The academic department will determine the appropriate degree (Bachelor of Science or Bachelor of Arts) for each of the current majors that it offers. 

· The department chair will forward a memo by February 1, 2005 to the respective school based curriculum committee with the degree designations for each major offered in that academic department.

· Notation of the appropriate degree will appear with the major listing in the next college catalog.

· Awarding of degrees per this process will begin with May 2006 commencement.

· Proposals for new majors will include the designation of the degree to be awarded.



Rationale for proposed policy revision:

This proposed policy revision was initiated at the request of the Humanities Department.  Following fact finding and comparison with other schools, the APS Committee decided that the academic department was the best group to determine the appropriate degree for a major based on the standard within the field and departmental faculty review.  Therefore, the revision reflects compliance with current policies and standards while supporting the needs of the wide range of majors offered at Springfield College. The recommended implementation has been discussed with the deans and directors and allows for inclusion of this information in the next college catalog.  This change supports the needs of the academic departments, the Office of Admissions, and the Office of the Registrar.
