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NEW ENGLAND DIVISION III TRACK & FIELD: 

WILLIAMS MEN WIN 3rd STRAIGHT, 14 of LAST 16;
WILLIAMS WOMEN TAKE 7th STRAIGHT, 13 of LAST 16
SPRINGFIELD, Mass. (May 6 2006) – It has been a meet dominated by Williams College in the past and today was no different. 

     Springfield College’s Blake Field served as the site for the New England Division III Track & Field Championships for both men and women for the past three days. Today was Day 3, the final day of competition, and after all was said and done, the Ephs of Williams College won both the men’s and women’s titles. 

     It was the first time that the New England Division III Track & Field Meet had been held for the men and women on the same field at the same time.
     The Williams men scored 153 points to capture their third straight title, and 14th in the last 16 years. Only Springfield College in 2000 and MIT in 2003 surfaced to become Williams’ blemishes in that time span. 

     Meanwhile, on the women’s side, Williams tallied 166 points to take its 7th consecutive New England Division III track & field title, and 13th in the last 16 years. Only Brandeis in 1992 and Wheaton College in both 1998 and 1999 broke Williams’ streaks over that period of time.    
     Today was the third and final day of competition. On the men’s side, after 21 events, Williams placed first with 153 points, followed by Tufts (64.5), MIT (64), Bates (59.5), Eastern Connecticut State and Westfield State (51), Coast Guard (49.5), Springfield (40), Bowdoin and Southern Maine (37), Middlebury (29.5), Salem State (23), Trinity (22), Colby (21), Amherst (18), Worcester State (16), UMass Dartmouth, WPI, and Connecticut College (13), Bridgewater State (10), Wesleyan and Rhode Island College (8), Babson and Fitchburg State (6), Keene State (4), and Colby-Sawyer (2). 
     On the women’s side, after 21 events, Williams placed 1st with 166 points, followed by Bates (79.5), Springfield (65), Tufts (60.33), Keene State (60), Amherst (56), Middlebury (55), MIT (53), Bowdoin (40), Colby (37), Southern Maine (33.83), Trinity (22), Bridgewater State (20), WPI (15), Colby-Sawyer and Smith (12), Worcester State (10.5), Eastern Connecticut, Mount Holyoke, and Rhode Island College (9), Connecticut College (8), Westfield State (7.50), UMass Dartmouth and Coast Guard (5), Wesleyan (4), Fitchburg State (2), Babson (1), and Gorden (0.33).  

     For the men, MIT senior Uzoma Orji proved once again to be a commanding figure in this event. On Friday night, he won the hammer throw with a meet-record toss of 205-feet, 9 inches. Then on Saturday, he won the shot put with a toss of 58-feet, 7 ½ inches. Orji won both events last year. His hammer throw erased from the books WPI’s Mike Pockowski, who had a shot put of 195-9 in 1999.

     For the women, Williams’ junior Caroline Doctor won a pair of events. On Friday night, she won the long jump with a meet-record leap of 18-feet, 10-inches. Then today, she also captured the triple jump with a leap of 38-0 ¼. 

     Also helping the Williams women win were the following first-place finishers: Mallory Harlin in the 10,000 (37:43.32), Kaitlin Fulton in the 100 meters (12.18), Veronica Ivey in the 400 meters (58.12), and Caroline Cretti in the 5000 (16:54.40). Cretti’s time was a meet record. The 4x400 relay team was also victorious for the Ephs (3:52.47). 

     On the men’s side, Williams winners included Branden Mirach in the triple jump (46-10), Andrew Arons in the 100 meters (10.76), Dan Austin in the discus (196-11), the 4x100 relay team (41.92), and the 4x400 relay team (3:19.35). Austin’s throw also broke the meet record.
     Besides Orji in the men’s hammer, Austin in the men’s discus, and Cretti in the women’s 5000, other New England Division III meet records that were established all came on the women’s side. They included Rachel Smith of Bridgewater State in the heptathlon (4,581 points) Friday night, Williams Doctor in the long jump (18-10), Keelin Godsey of Bates in the hammer throw Friday (204-2) and in the discus (151-8), and Breanne Lucey of Keene State in the 1500 meters (4:27.63).
