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The Springfield College Physical Education Teacher Professional Licensure Program is designed to enable experienced physical education teachers who hold an Initial license to get an advanced degree in one to three years. Classes are scheduled late afternoon, evenings, and in the summer. Degree candidates design a course of study that meets their individual academic and personal needs. Flexibility in the scheduling of classes has been built into this program.  

Through this program, veteran physical education teachers will have the opportunity to further develop their ability to be a reflective teacher. Advanced pedagogical content knowledge is emphasized.

This program is Massachusetts state approved offers a unique training experience to include:

· An integration of theory and practice - Coursework knowledge will be incorporated into practical application at each student’s professional instructional setting.

· A commitment to recruiting a diverse and academically talented candidate pool – We seek candidates who represent a diverse range of professional, ethnic and economic backgrounds.

· A large faculty dedicated to teacher education – Participants will work with several faculty members offering unique perspectives on teacher education. 
The Graduate Level Professional Program in Physical Education is intended to meet the needs of those participants who have earned undergraduate degrees in physical education and who wish to secure a Professional Licensure in the same discipline. Completion of this program will therefore allow graduate students to earn an M.S. or M.Ed. degree.
