Seminar in Field Instruction to be Offered 
at Two Sites During 2009-2010:  

Springfield and Worcester

Springfield College School of Social Work will offer two separate seminar series on field instruction during academic year 2009-2010, one to be held in Springfield, MA and the other to be held in Worcester, MA.  The Seminar in Field Instruction, or SIFI, is offered each year, free of charge, with CEUs available, to new field supervisors of master’s students enrolled at any graduate school of social work in New England.  The core curriculum was developed cooperatively by the New England Consortium of Graduate Field Education Directors, and each school in New England offers similar supervisory seminar series yearly.  Supervisors for any school are welcome at any school’s SIFI. 

Attendance at the SIFI assures that new supervisors have received important information about supervising master’s level social work students, and covers such topics as adult learning styles, ethics and boundaries in supervision, evaluation, and cultural competency.  Participants also have the opportunity to engage with colleagues on relevant topics in student supervision.  Along with useful content, literature reviews, case studies, and bibliographies, discussion and exchange with colleagues is the central learning method used in the seminar series.  All materials are provided free of charge as well. 

This year, in addition to the regularly scheduled seminar series offered at the Brennan Center campus of the School of Social Work in Springfield, the Springfield College School of Social Work is offering a seminar series in Worcester, MA with the cooperation of YOU, Inc., a multi-service, youth-serving agency based in Worcester with programs throughout the area.  Other Massachusetts schools of social work have provided this seminar series in Worcester in previous years, and Springfield College School of Social Work is pleased to contribute to the preparation of new internship supervisors in the Worcester area this year.  
Instructors for the Springfield site will be Dr. Bill Fisher, Director of Field Education, and Dr. Kate DeCou, Assistant Director of Field Education.  Instructors for the Worcester site will be Dr. Bill Fisher and Ms. MaryAnn Franco, LICSW, Adjunct Professor.
