Frequently Asked Questions 
 

What does it mean to take an online course in the Pride Online Program?    

                                                                             

Today’s SHS students are requesting more options as they try to juggle a busy work life, 

family, and school schedule.  Online courses generally include use of the Internet to have 

course discussions, deliver assignments, view lecture notes, and collaborate in team work. 

The online component of Pride Online courses will involve the use of the learning 

management system called Moodle.   

 

What are the advantages of taking a Pride Online course at Springfield College?   

 

 Course materials are available 24/7. You have flexibility to complete assignments on 

your own schedule throughout the week, whether it is during the day, evening, night, or 

on weekends, in order to respond in the timeframe indicated by the instructor. 

 Online courses allow student-centered teaching and recognize the various ways in which 

students learn. 

 Courses can continue without cancelling for inclement weather. 

 You can keep up with your course even if you are traveling or when your work schedule 

may not allow you to attend a face-to-face course. 

 You will reduce travel time and expenses for gas, lodging, and eating away from home. 

 Students consistently state that they enjoy completing their coursework in the comfort of 

their own homes. 
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Is there a “down side” to taking an online course? 

 

 Taking online courses is not ―easier‖ than taking face-to-face courses. Students report 

that it takes just as much time to prepare for and participate in online courses. 

 Not every student performs well in online learning.  Successful online students are well-

organized, disciplined, and self-motivated. 

 You must have both a reliable computer and reliable Internet connection. 

 

Can I take more than one online course per term? 

 

 We recommend that you initially take only one online course to see if this format for 

learning is compatible with your learning style. 

 As you get used to online learning you may consider taking a maximum of two online 

courses per term.  Since the Pride Online Program is not officially mandated as a total 

online program, students cannot take all of their courses per term online.  There must be a 

face-to-face instructional component to keep the students connected to their respective 

SHS campus.    

 

Do I need to be a computer whiz to take an online course? No, but… 

 

 You do need to be able to feel comfortable using the Internet and email. 

 You must know how to use Microsoft Word and how to download and attach documents. 

 You will need to know how to navigate within Moodle. 

 

What training is available to assist me in becoming a successful online student? 

 

 It is required that you participate in an online orientation which is designed to help you 

succeed as an online student.   

 For technical problems, students should contact their online course instructor. If he or 

she is not available, then they should contact the SHS Tech Help contact person at their 

SHS campus. The contact list is on page 3 of this Guidebook. 

 

How often do I participate? 

 

 Students are required to access their online course(s) at least three (3) times a week, 

regularly engage in threaded discussions, promptly respond to the instructor, and submit 

assignments as required.  

 Remember to adhere to the syllabus for your online class, as it is a binding contract 

between you and your online instructor. 

 The course assignments will be laid out for each week indicating what you are expected 

to do and the dates the work is to be submitted. 

  Online work requires good discipline and time management skills. 
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What computer requirements are necessary for me to be successful?  

 

The requirements posted here apply for Windows and Macintosh personal computers.  To 

effectively use Pride Online which is powered by Moodle, the minimum requirements you 

will need are: 

 

 Either a Macintosh or Windows personal computer. 

 High speed Internet connection for your primary computer (not dial-up).   

 A web browser which should be either Internet Explorer or Firefox; both of which can be 

downloaded for free.  Whichever you choose, be sure to use the most recent version.   

 40 GB hard drive is sufficient 

 512 MB RAM 

 700 MHz processor speed is for a computer that is 7-8 years old and would be fast 

enough.  However, if you purchased a computer in the last 3 years, processor speed is 

measured in GHz which is much faster and would definitely be suitable. 

 Make sure your firewall allows messages from Springfield College email. 

 Establish a backup plan for your Internet access in case of computer problems with your 

primary computer. 

 

 

Mandatory Springfield College Technology Systems 

 

Webmail -- Official Springfield College Email  
 

The official Springfield College email is called ―Webmail.”  You must access your Webmail 

account while at Springfield College, because it is the main mode of communication between 

the College and you.  You will be able to use your email account to communicate with SHS 

faculty, staff, and other college offices such as the Business Office or the Financial Aid 

Office.   

 

All messages regarding your account with Springfield College will be sent to your Webmail 

account.  Due to federal regulations, faculty or instructors cannot respond to students’ 

non Springfield College email addresses. 

 

You can only access an online course in the Pride Online Program with your Webmail 

username and password.  So if you have not activated your Webmail account, take time to 

do so as soon as possible.  Instructions for accessing your Webmail account are located in the 

Appendix of this Guidebook. 
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Campus Web  
 

Your Campus Web account at Springfield College provides access to your grades and an 

unofficial transcript for every term you are enrolled at Springfield College.  You also have 

access to the following in Campus Web: 

 

 Your financial aid award statistics 

 An update of your account with the Business Office 

 Any SHS courses available and the number of seats left 

 Online courses being offered 

 Access to syllabi 

 Instructors’ names and email addresses 

 The ability to update your personal information 

 

The initial password for access to your Campus Web account is sent to your Webmail 

account.  So you must successfully access your Webmail account first.   Instructions for 

accessing your Campus Web account are located in the Appendix.   

 

While you are in your Campus Web account, you may wish to review the syllabus for a 

particular course. Instructions for printing syllabi while logged into Campus Web are also 

located in the Appendix. 
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II. Pride Online Courses at the School of Human Services 

 

Meet with Your Advisor 

 
You must meet with your SHS advisor before signing up for a Pride Online course. Here are 

some important questions you might consider asking your advisor at your meeting: 

 

 How do I know if I am ready for online courses? 

 When can I register for the next term? 

 How will I know which courses are being offered this term? 

 How many online courses can I take in one semester? 

 How do I register for my online courses? 

 Is there an online orientation for 1
st
 time online students? 

 When is the Add/Drop period? 

 How often do I need to meet with you? 

SHS is increasing the number of online course options. Please see your campus schedule 

for online courses offered for the current term.   Also enrollment caps have been set for 

all online courses. Do not wait to register or you may be closed out.

 General online registration period for all SHS courses

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Online Student Orientation 

 
SHS undergraduate students who have never taken an online course are required to 

participate in and complete the HUSB 090 99 OL Online Student Orientation co-requisite 

Pride Online course.   SHS graduate students should register for MOML 090 09 OL Online 

Student Orientation.   

 

Since this is a co-requisite course, the system will not allow you to register for an online 

course unless you register for the co-requisite course first.  It is not a credited course.  

Instructions for registering for the online student orientation are found in the Appendix. 

 

Will I be graded on the Orientation? 

 

You will not receive a grade, but you must complete the ―Exit Questionnaire‖ with a total 

score of no less than 70 points before you can take an online course.   

 

Is there a deadline for completion of the Orientation?  

 

The deadline date will always be stated within the introduction of the HUSB 090 99 OL or 

MOML 090 99 OL Online Student Orientation.  Be sure to read the entire introduction and 

complete the assignments by the date specified.   

 

If I have taken an SHS online course before, will I have to take the online orientation? 

 

For the September 2010 term, every student who takes an online course will need to 

complete the mandatory orientation because the learning management system, Moodle, is 

new for all SHS students.  After you complete the activities and “Exit Questionnaire” with 

a satisfactory score of 70 or above, you will not have to retake the orientation for future SHS 

terms.   

 

If I am a transfer student and I have taken online courses before, am I required to take 

the online orientation? 

 

Yes, you will need to take the online orientation, because Moodle, although user-friendly, is 

different from other learning management systems.     

 

How do I register for an online course? 

 

Follow the illustrated step-by-step instructions in the Appendix to learn how to register for an 

online class.

Pride Online Navigation Tips 

 
Moodle is the learning management system that you will use to complete your online course 

in the Pride Online Program. 

 

 

 

 

 

You will not have to guess where to start and how to proceed throughout your online course. 

Your instructors can creatively post your assignments so that you can progress from one 

assignment or resource to the next in a more organized manner. 

 

1. It is highly advised that you download the latest free version of the web browser 

Firefox to use for completion of your Pride Online course work.  Internet Explorer 

will work, but Firefox is highly recommended for online courses that use Moodle as 

the LMS. 

 

2. When accessing your Pride Online course, always allow “pop-ups” so that you will 

have full navigational privileges to all content within your course. 

 

3. When using Firefox as the web browser, be sure to ―bookmark‖ your online course 

for quicker access when you need to complete your assignments or simply check in 

with your online instructor.  Pride Online Handout B provides details about 

bookmarking techniques and instructions. 

 

4. As you move from screen to screen in your Pride Online course, you can return to 

original screens by accessing the ―breadcrumbs.‖  Handout B also explains how this 

process works. 

 

5. In the far left corner of all Pride Online courses, a link appears which is called 

―Academic Policies.‖  Be sure to click the link, print the information, and read it.  The 

information used to be located in your syllabus.  It now appears in this link in every 

Pride Online course for consistency, and for your convenience.    

 

6. Save all completed work as Rich Text Format documents (.rtf).  Pride Online 

Handout C explains how to save documents in rich text format and how to attach 

them to your Pride Online course. 

 

7. To check messages, simply click the ―Messages‖ link on the main screen and then 

click the sender’s name to read your messages.

8. To send messages to one colleague, your instructor or several persons, simply click 

the ―Participants‖ link, select as many persons as you wish to receive your message, 

and then choose ―Add/ send message‖ in the drop-down menu at the bottom of the 

page.  Next you follow a few easy steps to create your message, preview your 

message, and then send it. 

 

9. To participate in threaded discussions, each time you see ―Discussion Topic‖ you 

will need to access that topic and join in the threaded discussion by following your 

instructor’s guidelines.   

 

Basically, to be successful in Pride Online courses, click all links that your instructor has 

posted and follow the directions.  If a link does not follow through as stated by the instructor, 

do not hesitate to call the situation to the instructor’s attention so the instructor can promptly 

address and resolve the problem.  To secure copies of all the Pride Online handouts, access 

the Distance Learning Support link on the SHS home page.

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Online Attendance Policy  
 

Each course in the SHS online program consists of approximately 12 weeks of intensive 

academic work.  Student attendance, defined as active participation throughout the course, 

has both critical academic and financial aid implications.  Whereas face-to-face courses in 

SHS involve monthly meetings, online courses in SHS involve weekly activities and 

assignments designed to increase understanding and application of the given course.  

Therefore, students are expected to log into the MVC at least three (3) times a week to post 

assignments and actively engage in class discussions each time in order to be considered 

present.  A student who has not actively participated for seven consecutive days will be 

considered absent for that week.  Students with three such absences will automatically fail 

the course.   The consequence for each of the first two absences from a course is the lowering 

of the final grade by one full letter grade for each absence. 

 

Definition of Class Participation 

 
The success of your learning experience in an online course is dependent on the active online 

participation of all students. Therefore it is imperative that you enter each session prepared to 

participate in the class discussions, which requires that you not only post your responses to 

the questions in a timely manner allowing time for others to respond, but you must also 

respond/react/provide substantive feedback to your cohort’s postings. 

 

It should be noted that not all engagement in class discussions constitutes substantive class 

participation.  Class participation in an online environment is characterized by the following: 

 Connects personal experiences to the concepts being studied, gives an orderly, brief 

version of the experience, with a point that is stated clearly; 

 Avoids repeating points made by others; 

 Shows evidence of having completed, understood, and applied the reading for the course; 

 Incorporates shared ideas to create an understanding of the concept under discussion; 

 Poses real-life questions or challenges that spring from the discussion and attempts to 

shape an informed conclusion. 

 

 

Ordering Textbooks 
 

Faculty are required to submit book orders for an online course at least two months before 

the course begins.  Online students are expected to secure their textbooks before the online 

class begins so they can participate fully as soon as the course is officially opened.  

Therefore, it is critical that students purchase textbooks in a timely manner. 

 

Books are available through the Follett Bookstore for the Springfield and Boston campus 

students.  The MBS Online Bookstore (MBSbooks.com) provides books for all other 

campuses.  Financial aid vouchers may be used at either of these bookstores.  However, 

students’ financial aid awards must be awarded for students to utilize this option.   
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You may utilize other online bookstores such as Amazon.com, and Half.com.  However, 

these sellers do not accept financial aid vouchers.  Also, a credit card is required for payment.   

You may also consider the option of renting textbooks through www.Bookrenter.com or 

www.Chegg.com.   
 

 

Library Services 

 

Springfield College's Library is Babson Library.  Babson Library's home page is located at 

http://www.spfldcol.edu/library plus there are individual pages designed for each regional 

campus which online students are welcome to use.  These pages can be found from each 

campus home page by clicking on the Library Research Guide link.    

 

Babson Library serves the online students, faculty, and staff of Springfield College, 

providing reference and support services and a rich collection of print and electronic 

resources.  Students may access the Library's catalog and large collection of online databases 

through the Library's website or through the Library Research Guides.  If an article or book is 

not available online students may request it by using the Library's Interlibrary Loan forms.  

 

Library staff members are pleased to provide professional assistance to all online library 

users. Those who prefer self-help can check out the Library's FAQ page and Tutorials page 

and/or the Tutorials and Assistance Tabs on the Library Research Guides.

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III. SHS Academic Community Standards and Policies 
 

Code of Conduct 
 

Springfield College is committed to the creation and maintenance of a living-learning 

environment, which fosters the intellectual, personal, social, and ethical development of its 

students.  Respect for the rights of others and self-discipline are essential for the fulfillment 

of these goals.  This Code of Conduct is designed to explain the rights and responsibilities 

inherent in membership in this academic community and applies to the online learning 

environment as well. 

 

Students are encouraged to familiarize themselves with all applicable policies and regulations 

of the Code of Conduct.  Ignorance of policies and regulations regarding expected behavior 

will not be accepted as defense or excuse. 

 

Violation of the norms of civility and other accepted rules of behavior, whether or not 

covered by specific regulations, subjects a student to disciplinary action.  Springfield College 

students are expected to understand and live up to the highest expectations of an academic 

community. 

 

Disciplinary regulations at the college are set forth in writing in order to give students 

general notice of prohibited conduct.  The regulations should be read broadly and are not 

designed to define misconduct in exhaustive terms.  In addition, alleged violations of local, 

state, and federal laws shall constitute a violation of the College’s Code of Conduct.  

Violations of the Code of Conduct shall be cause for disciplinary action up to and including 

suspension or expulsion, regardless of the action or inaction of federal, state, or municipal 

authorities with respect to violations of the laws above mentioned.  For more detailed

Plagiarism and Academic Honesty 

 

Plagiarism is defined as the appropriation, and use as one’s own, of the writings and ideas of 

another.  Intent to deceive does not have to be present for plagiarism to occur.  Students 

should be cautious when ―borrowing‖ material from other sources.  Rewording 

(paraphrasing) of an author’s ideas does not absolve the student from giving credit and 

making the appropriate citation.  Students who plagiarize are subject to dismissal from SHS.  

 

The School of Human Services students are expected to be academically honest.  

Misrepresentation of facts, omissions or falsifications in any connection with the academic 

process (including both course work and official documents) are violations of the SHS 

Academic Honesty and Integrity Policy.  For more detailed information regarding this policy, 

read the School of Human Services Student Handbook 2010- 2011. 
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Policies Regarding Accessibility 
 

Springfield College School of Human Services is committed to providing an equal 

educational opportunity and full participation in College programs for persons with 

disabilities in accordance with state and federal laws.

When you see  

 the ―green‖ light with the statement ―You may add or drop courses…‖ then you will  

 know that registration for courses is possible.

On the row where you see ―Home Site:‖  click the down arrow for the SHS 

campus field and you will see a list of all SHS Campuses and ―SHS On-Line 

Courses.‖  Click ―SHS On-Line Courses‖ so that it appears in the space or field as 

illustrated below.

 On the next screen under ―File Attachment‖ which is illustrated below, click the
